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CNZ Procedure for Qualifying GCRs

1. Golf Croquet Examining Referees  

1.1  Each association, where Golf Croquet is played, is to nominate one of their members to be the Golf Croquet Examining Referee (GCER) for the association. The nomination should be forwarded to the Executive Director, who will seek the approval of the Chairman and/or Convenor of the CNZ Golf Croquet committee.

1.2  The qualifications and expectations of a GCER are:

· be an experienced Golf Croquet player and referee;

· be able and willing to train players to be GCRs (GCRs)

· be able and willing to run refresher training for established GCRs

· be able and willing to conduct examinations as prepared from time to time by the CNZ, so as to qualify GCRs.

1.3  Should an association not have a suitable candidate, they may call on a willing neighbouring GCER.

1.4 The associations should supply CNZ annually with the name, postal address, email address and telephone number of their GCER for the forthcoming season, for inclusion in the Year Book.

1.5 Each GCER should:

· maintain a register of GCRs in their association showing the currency of the qualification

· provide or arrange training for potential GCRs

· conduct examinations of candidates for the QCR qualification using the CNZ Examinations and re-examine referees  at five-yearly intervals

· inform the Executive Director of successful candidates, and make arrangements for a suitable presentation of the badges and certificates 

· conduct “Help on the Rules” sessions for players as is needful

· pass on the Examination and Training material to their successor at the end of their term of office

· return to the CNZ badges of players no longer qualified as referees.

2. Golf Croquet Referees

2.1 GCRs are expected to:

· attend refresher training at least biennially, and re-qualify every 5 years

· refresh their knowledge of the rules on a regular basis

· refresh and practice the stroke watching skills they may be required to perform

· assist club members to understand and apply the rules.

· be available on occasion to referee key club and tournament matches.

3. Croquet New Zealand

3.1 the CNZ office when informed by a GCER that a player has passed the examination is to:

· enter the player’s name on the register of GCRs

· send to the GCER a badge and a certificate recognising the new referee(s) and asking that they be passed on with congratulations.

3.2 The Golf Croquet committee of the CNZ is responsible for:

· preparing the examinations from time to time, with the approval of the Laws Committee

· preparing refresher training guidelines and material as the need arises 

· maintaining contact with the progress of the WCF GC Referee’s Committee.
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
