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CNZ tournament entry policy

1. Entries will only be received if they are (all of the following):

a. Received by the Executive Director's Office

b. On an Official Entry Form

c. Accompanied with the payment of the appropriate Entry Fee/s

d. Received on or before the Closing Date as advertised

e. In accordance with Clause 18 (ii) of the CNZ Constitution.

2. Should more than the maximum number of entries able to be accommodated be received under the conditions of 1 (a) – (e) above, the excess entries will be limited by the following:

a. SINGLES EVENT/S:

(i) 
Elimination using the latest World Ranking List available at the closing date of the event.

(ii) If entry is not included on the World Ranking List the highest handicapped players will be eliminated.

(iii)
Should more than 1 (one) player share the same handicap then players shall be balloted out by the Tournament Committee.

b. DOUBLES EVENT/S:

Should the number of entries exceed the maximum number of playing spots available then the process of elimination shall be elimination of excess entries by ballot conducted by the Committee of Management (Regulations for Tournaments 2 (a)) with the EXCEPTION of the Winners and Runners-up of the Event in the previous year if they are playing in the same combination as the previous year.

Late entries to CNZ Events may only be accepted in the instance where a tournament event is under subscribed and will remain subject to conditions 1 and 2 listed above.
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
