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CNZ PUBLICATION ‘UPDATE’ POLICY

OBJECTIVES:

1. To provide a medium of information for all croquet players affiliated through Associations to CNZ.

2. To promote the image of croquet as a friendly sport that benefits all age groups.

3. To provide a forum for croquet players to contribute news and views in relation to croquet.

CONTRIBUTORS:
Contributors will be in the following groups:

1. Croquet NZ President who may comment on policy issues and any other.

2. Croquet NZ Executive Director who may comment on management issues and any general comments.  Any reference to policy matters needs to be approved by the Chairperson/s of the relevant Committee/s.

3. Committees or Committee Chairs and/or Executive members.

4. Affiliated Associations and Clubs.

5. Affiliated croquet players:

a.  Articles and news items

b. Letters to the Members’ Forum.

6. Advertisers who wish to advertise croquet equipment, accessories and other products/services.  CNZ will charge for such advertisements. 

CONDITIONS FOR PUBLICATION OF MATERIAL:
1. Each contributor has the responsibility to ensure information is accurate, enhances the image of croquet and promotes good sportsmanship.

2. All articles, reports, results, etc must carry the author’s name and be sent to the Executive Director.  Contributors’ names will be appended to all articles except with approval of the ED it is deemed unnecessary.

3. Submissions may be edited or altered to fit the criteria of this policy.  Where such submissions require substantial editing or addition of significant material, the ED will contact the originator of the material to clarify the issues arising before publication.

4. CNZ reserves the right to add a disclaimer to any material.

5. Where there is material of a sensitive nature, the ED will consult with the President of CNZ before approving or rejecting said material.

RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE PUBLICATIONS COMMITTEE AND ED:

1. Timely production of each issue of the ‘Update’

2. Layout: appearance, style, etc

3. Liaison with the printers

4. Ensure all Associations receive their allocated number of copies of ‘Update’.
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
