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CNZ Website Policy

OBJECTIVES:

1. The primary task of the website is to provide a web-based information and publishing facility for the benefit of all affiliated croquet players

2. To promote the games of croquet.

SERVICES:

The services provided by the website will be in the following separate groups:

1. Croquet New Zealand represented by the ED and national tournaments

2. Affiliated Associations (including their tournaments) through their designated contacts

3. Affiliated clubs through their associations 

4. Croquet players through their clubs.

Each of the above groups are responsible for ensuring that information provided is accurate and timely and has the right to, add to, change or withdraw information it provides.

CONDITIONS:

Any information provided must comply as below:

1. Submitted articles, reports, results, etc. must carry the author’s name and be sent to CNZ Office

2. Tournament results will only be accepted from Tournament Managers, Members of the Tournament Committee or other authorised persons

3. Submitted material will be posted on the website at the discretion of the Website Committee

4. Material for inclusion on the website may be edited or altered to fit the requirements of the site. Where alterations are substantial or additional material needed the Website Committee will contact the originator of the material to clarify any issues before publication

5. Unless there is prior agreement to the contrary, copyright over New Zealand originating material published on the website shall vest in the CNZ. Material may be only copied for individual use.

WEBSITE MANAGER:

The Website Manager’s tasks are:

1. To ensure the information submitted for publication is posted as soon as possible after it has been received

2. To maintain the website and to ensure the design and implementation meets the requirements of the target audience – NZ croquet players

3. To provide links or such additional information from local or overseas sources which meet the objectives of the website

4. To be responsible to the Publications Committee for the work performed, and through it to CNZ’s national Executive.
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
